universities from all over Europe and beyond on 18 September 1988, the 900th anniversary of the 

University of Bologna.

• It contains principles of academic freedom and institutional autonomy as a guideline for good 

governance and self-understanding of universities in the future.

• Middle East joined the Bologna process by signing the Magna Charta Univresitatum in September 

2015 , where it was the first and only in Jordan joining.

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• The library –at present- opens (8:00 am - 4:00 pm) to change to (8:00 am - 8:00 pm) starting Feb.

• The library’s expansion plan for Spring includes the addition of 2 computer labs with 99 computers. 

• The library contains 50,000 Books - 10,000 more books being shipped (5,000 Business Books).

• The library is subscribed to (112) paper journals (Arabic and English) in major subjects taught in our 

Master and Bachelor programs.

• The library’s E-journal database include; (PROQUEST: 2.4 Million Text Title) and EBESCO (20,000 

– 30,000 online Magazines). 

• As member of the International University Association, the library has access to (MyWHED), 

the World Higher Education Database WHED Portal and the International Bibliographic Database on 

Higher Education (HEDBIB). 

• The library is visited by 122 students per day (MEU students & other researchers from outside MEU.)

• The library‘s capacity is 420 students distributed on 4000 m²

• The library E-Learning is accessible by students via the website, even off-campus.

• The library is to have an a ‘Coffee Break Area’ added soon.

• The library is equipped with fire distinguishers and 2 Emergency Exits.
