Egypt. [ Grew up playing gymnastics since I
was 3 years old, became part of the
Egyptian National team at 16 and retired at
18, with a total of 25 gold 35 silver and
bronze medals, to focus on my educational
career.

I learned Turkish, I did my Erasmus in Spain for
five months and managed to learn my fourth language. I know a friend in each part of the world. I
bought an electric guitar at 20.
